Article II 
Definition of the Subject of the Required Commitment, Establishment of Criteria and the Commitment Parameters
2.1.    Subject of the Supply:
2.1.1 Supply of the Equipment for the White Vinegar Production – Equipment for Vinegar Fermentation
Supply of a complete technological line for production of vinegar fermented from alcohol for food use. 

Required Capacity: minimum 45,000 l of vinegar per 24 hours calculated on a 10% vinegar
Basic Raw Material Used: refined alcohol, the quality of which is in accordance with the Regulation (EC) No. 110/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council.
Requirements for the Final Product: fermented spirit vinegar with minimum 18% acidity intended for the use in the food industry. 

Requirements for the Supplied Equipment:
· the line must be automatic, adequately equipped with the necessary measurement and control (hereinafter referred to as the “MC”);
· material design must correspond to the nature of particular media and to the conditions for the use in the food industry;
· the equipment will be installed into existing production premises of the production plant at the company headquarters.
Scope of the Supply:
· own technology, i.e. the set of all necessary production equipment, including the necessary measurement and control (hereinafter referred to as the “MC”) and wiring system;
· project documentation;
· commissioning and basic operator training;
· a guarantee test.
2.1.2 Cooling Circuit of the Vinegar Fermentation Equipment 
Implementation and installation of a cooling tower, including project documentation:
· minimum flow rate 180 m3 per hour;
· outlet temperature 24 °C;
· inlet temperature 30 °C;
· pumps rated at a minimum flow of 180 m3 per hour;
· pipe connection to the Client’s equipment for distribution of cooling water;
· control of the cooling water pressure in the system;
· MR;
· cable wiring and installation.
2.1.3 Preparation of Raw Materials and Processing of Raw Vinegar
2.1.3.1 Supply of a Backup Power Source:
minimum power 190 kVA, installation, project documentation, commissioning, basic operator training, inspection report.
2.1.3.2 Wiring
Supply and installation of a LV connection, LV switchgear, compensation distributor, building of lighting, realisation of grounding and shielding in the production premises of the announcer.
Supply and installation of electrical connection of the equipment – pumps and particular technological units, supply of project documentation of actual realisation and electric inspection.
2.1.3.3 Machine Cooling of Water 

Required parameters for cooling the water from the circulating system from 12° C to 4 °C. 

Placement of the machine cooler in the indoor environment.
2.1.3.4 Supply of Auxiliary Tanks
Supply and installation of 3 pieces of auxiliary tanks (tanks with a capacity of 37.5 cubic meters) and piping to the equipment for the vinegar production as well as installation of tanks and their fig. All supplied materials and equipment that will be in contact with raw materials and finished product must be made of stainless steel or polypropylene and they also must comply with the relevant standards for the use in the food industry.
2.1.3.5 Assembly and Connection of the Equipment
Supply and installation of pipelines, realisation of necessary technological interconnections, supply of electrical installation work, the development of project documentation of actual realisation and carrying out an electric inspection.
2.2 Date and Place of Delivery of the Subject of the Commitment
The place of delivery of the subject of the commitment is a production plant at the company headquarters. 

Date of the Supply Implementation
- Commencement: 1 June 2010 
- Completion: no later than 28 February 2011
2.3 Method of Determining the Price of the Subject of the Required Commitment
2.3.1. Prices listed in the proposal of the bidder (proposer) shall be given in Euros and shall not be bound to another currency. 

2.3.2. The proposed price must be inclusive of all the proposer’s costs related to compliance with the subject of the required commitment and its delivery to the place of performance inclusive of value added tax (hereinafter referred to as the “VAT”) in accordance with Act No. 222/2004 Coll. on Value Added Tax, i.e. the supply of the equipment, including transportation, installation, assembling and a trial run. 

2.3.3. If the proposer is subject to VAT, the proposed contractual price must consist of: 

• the proposed contractual price net of VAT; 
• VAT rate and VAT amount; 
• the proposed contractual price inclusive of VAT.  

2.3.4. If the proposer is not subject to VAT, he shall state the proposed contractual price as the price net of VAT.  He shall highlight the fact that he is not a VAT taxpayer. 

2.4. The Content of the Proposed Contract for Work Required by the Announcer:
• The contract for work must include the supplier’s obligation to submit an electronic version of a detailed budget and any change thereof (in MS Excel format).
Contractual Fines
The announcer requires that the contract for work shall include a contractual fine for the failure to meet the supplier’s contractual conditions – in case of delay in the handover of the work as a whole the supplier shall pay the client a contractual fine in the amount 0.05% of the total volume of the work and supplies per each day of delay in handing over the work. The client shall be entitled to require the reduction of the supplier’s invoice by the amount of the contractual fine.
Article III 
Tender Conditions
3.1 Tender (OVS) Conditions
3.1.1 Proposers may submit a comprehensive proposal, as well as a proposal for the supply of particular parts. The comprehensive proposal must be divided into separate parts, as indicated in the call for the tender.
3.1.2 Meeting the tender announcer’s conditions by the proposers shall be assessed upon materials and documents submitted as required by the announcer. All required documents related to the offered part of the subject of the commitment must form a part of the proposal. 

3.1.3. The proposers’ bids not excluded from the tender process shall be evaluated only according to the criteria for evaluating the proposals and in the manner laid down for evaluating proposals.
3.1.4. The announcer reserves the right to reject all submitted proposals and not to enter into the contract. The announcer shall immediately notify all tenderers in writing of the rejection of all submitted proposals for the conclusion of the contract. 
3.1.5 On the basis of its assessment and evaluation the announcer reserves the right to choose only a single part from a comprehensive proposal.
3.1.6. After its submission the submitted proposal can not be revoked, but may be amended and supplemented within the period for submitting proposals.
3.1.7. The tender announcer and the proposer whose bid is evaluated as most suitable shall conclude a contract to supply the subject of the commencement under Article 536 and subsequent of the Commercial Code. 

3.1.8 In the event that the contract with the winning proposer is not concluded due to the withdrawal of the proposer from the contract or incapacity of the proposer to fulfil the commitment, the announcer may enter into the contract with the proposer which upon the OVS evaluation reached a second or next place if the contract is not concluded with the proposer on a higher place. The same principle shall apply even if the proposer/supplier withdraws from the contract.
3.2 Documentation and Costs of the Tender 

3.2.1. All costs associated with preparing and submitting a proposal shall be borne by the proposer without any financial claim against the announcer. 

3.2.2. The proposals delivered to the address of the announcer shall not be returned to the proposers. They shall remain part of the announcer’s documentation. 

3.3 Language 
The submitted proposal as well as all documents and annexes submitted therewith must be made in the Slovak language. The proposers established outside the territory of the Slovak Republic shall submit all the documents forming the proposal in a foreign language together with their expert (official) translation into the Slovak language. The exemption applies to the documents made in the Czech language. 

Article IV 
Manner of Submitting Proposals 
The proposer shall be obliged to deliver the proposal in person to the address of the announcer (Slovenské liehovary a likérky a.s., Trnavská cesta, 920 41 Leopoldov), or send it in writing to the address of the announcer (Slovenské liehovary a likérky a.s., Trnavská cesta, 920 41 Leopoldov), whereas the decisive date shall be the date of its physical delivery.
Article V 
Content of the Submitted Proposal
The proposal of a price based on the requirements of the announcer. Budget; it must be split into individual items and delivered also in electronic form in MS Excel format. Draft supply contract in two copies (counterparts).
Article VI 
Deadline for Submitting Proposals
6.1 The deadline for submitting proposals is until 15.00 of 21 April 2010. 

6.2 The proposal submitted after the deadline for its submission shall not be included in the evaluation process.
Article VII 
Evaluation of Proposals
7.1 Criteria for Evaluating Proposals:
When evaluating proposals, the announcer shall take into account the efficiency and effectiveness of acceptance of the most suitable proposal as well as the impact on the environment, and shall assess the following criteria:
- the best technical solution; the weight of the criterion shall be 50%;
- the price of the subject of the commitment in Euros net of VAT; the weight of the criterion  shall be 40%;
- the shortest delivery time; the weight of the criterion shall be 10%.
7.2 Method of Selecting the Most Suitable Proposal to Conclude the Contract:
To evaluate proposals a three-member commission shall be established, whereas its members shall be appointed by the tender announcer, which shall also appoint a commission chairman.
Firstly, the commission shall consider the fulfilment of the conditions for participation in the tender.
Subsequently, the members of the commission shall evaluate separately particular subjects of the supply (paragraphs 2.1.1, 2.1.2 and 2.1.3) by giving points for each criterion ranging from 0 to 10 points. 

The points given for each criterion shall be multiplied by the weight of the criterion. 

The highest rating = the most suitable proposal.
The formula for evaluation of individual procurement items:
	Overall Evaluation = (weight of the criterion Technical Solution x the points for the Technical Solution) + (weight of the criterion Price of the Subject of the Commitment in Euros net of VAT x points for the Price of the Subject of the Commitment in Euros net of VAT) + (weight of the criterion Shortest Delivery Time x points for the Shortest Delivery Time)

	

	


The commission shall draw up the minutes of the outcome evaluation, which must be signed by all members of the commission. In the minutes the commission shall set out clearly the most suitable proposal as well as the precise sequence of other unsuccessful proposers. 

7.3 The Term of Evaluating Proposals 
The submitted proposals shall be evaluated to 26 April 2010. 

Article VIII 
Deadline for Notifying the Results of the Proposals Evaluation
The winning proposer shall be notified of the success of his bid and the proposers whose bids have not been successful shall be notified of such fact in writing by registered letter with a certificate of mailing within five (5) days after the proposals evaluation.
